The Green Valley Sahuarita Chamber of Commerce 
hosted a Legislative Breakfast on Wednesday, Sep-
tember 16th at the Quail Creek Madera Clubhouse.   
 
After a filling breakfast, more than fifty residents and 
Chamber members were briefed by State Representa-
tives Frank Antenori, David Gowan and State Sena-
tor Jonathan Paton, on the events of the legislative 
session that ended in July. 
 
Rep. Frank Antenori spoke of getting the I-10 & 
Marsh Station Overpass moved up on the list for De-
partment of Transportation improvements.  He also 
addressed the State Trust Land reform and his help in 
crafting an agreement between the Green Valley Sa-
huarita Chamber and the Metropolitan Tucson Con-
vention and Visitor’s Bureau that will bring dollars to 
the Chamber to help with tourism promotion. 
 
Rep. David Gowan informed us of his successful  

 
 
 

work on a Veteran’s Cemetery for the Tucson/Marana 
area, legislation to help veterans with voting in our 
elections and how the Governor’s veto of the State 
Equalization Tax repeal passed by the legislature will 
increase personal and business property taxes. 
 
Sen. Paton explained that 67% of the budget is pre-
determined by formulas, many of which have been es-
tablished by voter initiatives and that there is no real 
process for revenue enhancements (tax increases).  He 
spoke of his continued work on improving Child Pro-
tective Services, illegal immigration and stopping 
Card Check.  He also addressed the fact that Arizona, 
for various reasons, has had a string of “un-elected” 
Governor’s that has caused Secretaries of State to as-
sume the top position.  He believes we should again 
look at creating a Lieutenant Governor (as a running 
mate to the candidate for Governor) who would as-
sume the top spot should a vacancy at Governor occur.
