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GREEN VALLEY SAHUARITA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 

PROPOSITION 100  -  Chamber recommends a YES Vote  -  A yes vote would 
amend the Arizona Constitution to prohibit the state or any county, city, town or 
other political subdivision of the state from directly or indirectly imposing any new 
tax, fee or other assessment on the sale, purchase, or transfer or other convey-
ance of any interest in real property (such as homes and other real estate). 

PROPOSITION 101  -  Chamber recommends a YES Vote  -  A yes vote would 
amend the Arizona Constitution to provide that no law shall restrict a persons’ 
freedom to choose a private health care plan or system of their choice, interfere 
with the right to pay directly for lawful medical services, or impose any penalties 
or fines for choosing to obtain or decline health care coverage or participation in 
any particular health care system or plan. 

PROPOSITION 102  -  Chamber is Neutral - Proposition 102 would amend the 
Arizona Constitution to provide that only a union of one man and one woman 
shall be valid or recognized as a marriage in this state. 

PROPOSITION 105  -  Chamber is Neutral - Proposition 105 would amend the 
Arizona Constitution to provide that an initiative measure that establishes, im-
poses or raises a tax, a fee or other revenue or mandates a spending obligation 
on a private person, a labor organization, other private legal entity or this state 
shall not become law unless the initiative measure is approved at the election by 
a majority of qualified electors registered to vote in the state. 

PROPOSITION 200  -  Chamber is Neutral - The deferred presentment licensing 
program (Payday Loans) in the current law is set to terminate on July 1, 2010. 
Proposition 200, put forward by the payday loan industry, would continue to allow 
deferred presentment services indefinitely because it would repeal the program's 
termination date. 

PROPOSITION 201  -  Chamber recommends a NO Vote - A no vote will main-
tain current options for home sellers and home buyers to deal with defects and 
warranties.  Current law provides an alternative process for purchasers and con-
tractors or sellers to resolve issues related to the design, construction, condition 
or sale of a dwelling prior to filing a lawsuit. Proposition 201, known as the 
“Homeowners Bill of Rights” makes mandatory changes to the legal procedures 
for any purchaser dwelling action and for the time to sue on any improvements for 
real property. 

PROPOSITION 202  -  Chamber recommends a NO Vote - Arizona has the 
most comprehensive and effective employer sanctions laws in the country dealing 
with the issue of illegal alien employment.  A no vote will allow these laws to re-
main in place.  The title of this measure, “Stop Illegal Hiring Act”, would do the 
exact opposite of what it suggests by repealing these laws. 

PROPOSITION 300  -  Chamber is Neutral - Recommendation of the Commis-
sion on Salaries for elective state officers as to legislative salaries has been certi-
fied to the Secretary of State is hereby submitted to the qualified electors for their 
approval or rejection. Provides for an increase in the salaries of state legislators 
from $24,000 to $30,000 per year.
